City of Edmonton Archives

The goal of our programs is to give students practical
experience researching at an archival institution.

Our programs include a behind the scenes tour of the archives
designed to help students gain a better understanding of how
historical documents are preserved and protected. This tour
will also introduce students to the value of archival materials
of all types. Examples of original materials such as maps,
photographs, memoirs, or scrapbooks will also be shown

to demonstrate their value as historical documents. The
maximum group size for our programs is 30 students.

Be an Archivist! Gr. 2
Discover the rich history the City of Edmonton Archives
contains. This program will introduce students to the concept
of archives, and how they tell the story of the past. Students
will find out what archivists and visitors do in an archive
through a behind the scenes tour. They will also have a
chance to engage in hands-on activities, like sorting and
examining replica historical documents, letters and photos
from Edmonton’s past. Students will become researchers
and create a mini timeline of Edmonton’s past.

Edmonton: A Community in the Past Gr. 2
Students will be introduced to how stories of the past
connect individuals and communities to the present. This
program will also introduce students to the ways that
changing technology, transportation, and recreation have
shaped communities. Working in small groups, students

will examine and interpret photographs to understand their
community’s history. This fieldtrip includes a visit to the
Telephone Historical Centre, where students will learn how
the telephone changed the face of communication.
