Did very well.

Strong plants with a nice bushy branching upright form.
Not affected by rain, resistant to disease and insects.
Does better in full sun and heat.

Bullrush Millet
3-5 feet

Long slender green grass blades turn purple in sun
Each blade has a red midrib/stripe down the centre.

8 — 12 inch flower spikes

Did better in the front of the bed with more sun.

An attractive plant for the back of the border.

Flower spikes may be cut for flower arrangements or left as
winter interest and for the birds to snack on.

Good resistance to disease and insects.

Tolerant of heat and drought, but will respond strongly to
Early fertilizer application and light watering

Blooms 2 inches in diameter

Free flowering compact little plants

May have done better in a sunnier location away from an
evergreen

Attractive colour combination

Good resistance to pests and disease

Ovate slightly hairy, mid-green to 3 Inches. Herbaceous

Fully double 5-6 inches in diameter
Brilliant coral colour

Nice compact plants covered with blooms

Flowered July to frost

Needs lots of sun

Excellent resistance to pests, disease and rain
Flowers good for drying, preserving and cutting
Suitable for containers

Some transplant shock, but recovered fairly quickly.
