Recycled
·	��Newspaper, metal cans, milk jugs and other 

household recyclables

·	�Antifreeze, motor oil and oil filters

·	�Car batteries and rechargeable batteries

·	��Propane and butane cylinders

·	�Aerosol cans and fire extinguishers

·	�All appliances 

·	�Scrap metals

·	�Computers, monitors and TVs

·	�Tires

·	�Plastic oil containers

·	�Fluorescent tubes and compact fluorescents

·	�Unusable paint

Reused
·	�Usable paint is made available at no charge  

to the public

Transferred to Alberta Special Waste

·	�Chemical hazardous waste  

(oven cleaner, pesticide, etc.)

Things to remember  
about hazardous waste

Don’t mix stuff together
Always keep materials in their original containers. 
Mixing materials can cause extremely dangerous 
chemical reactions.

Handle hazardous waste safely
Label containers of unidentified chemicals as 
“unknown.” Let Eco Station staff know that you 
don’t know what’s inside. Make sure the containers 
are secure and leak-free. When driving with 
hazardous waste in your vehicle be sure that  
your load is secure and cannot spill.

Don’t pour oil or chemicals into drains or 
storm sewers
Never dump oil, pesticides, turpentine, paint or 
any chemicals down household drains or into the 
storm sewer system. Water entering storm sewers 
is not treated. It drains directly into the North 
Saskatchewan River or stormwater lakes.

Buy only what you need
Most household hazardous products can’t be 
recycled. The best way to keep them out of the 
environment is to buy only the quantities that 
you know you will use.

Using paper with 100% post-consumer fibre helped save trees 
and water, wood and energy resources.

Acceptable Hazardous Materials
Dispose of these hazardous household materials at no charge! Containers must be 20 litres or smaller.

Corrosive/poisonous cleaners 
·	�bleach, drain, toilet, oven cleaners, etc. 

Paint and stains
·	�paint/stain (empty or full cans, including 

aerosols)

·	�thinners, turpentine

·	�varnishes, paint remover

Appliances and scrap metals
·	�anything with a battery or a cord – e.g. 

computers, TVs, stereos, toasters, phones, 
power tools, etc.

·	BBQs, lawnmowers, car parts, tools, etc

Lighting
·	fluorescent tubes/ballasts, light bulbs, 			 
	 halogen lights, fixtures

Lawn and garden 
·	herbicide, pesticide, fertilizer 

Eco Stations are waste drop-off 
facilities where you can bring 
almost any waste material for 
recycling or safe disposal:
	� Bring household hazardous waste like leftover 

paint, oven cleaner, car batteries, fluorescent 
tubes, even old computer equipment and 
electrical appliances. (no charge) 

	� Bring big bulky junk like old sofas, mattresses, 
fridges, fencing and rubble or anything you 
might take to a landfill. (charges apply)

	� Bring your household recyclables like 
newspaper, cardboard, metal cans, and milk 
jugs. (no charge)

·	soil, gravel, tree roots, stumps, brush, etc.
