


Rear to Front Surface Drainage

Final Grading Tips

Raise all areas, including side-lots, to final
grade before placing decorative materials
such as rock mulch or bark mulch.

Topsoil must be raked, rolled and ready
for sod.

Ensure that positive grade exists under

decks and steps. Lake and Top of Bank lots

e Review restrictions prior to landscaping
by obtaining a copy of the Restrictive
Covenant from a registry office.

Provide 10% slope away from the
foundation walls.

Things to Remember

¢ Inspectors do not require property
owners to be present when conducting
a lot grading inspection.

¢ Leave the downspout extensions in the
“down position”.

e Any pets or animals should be properly

installed, but the base should be built.

Sod may be placed prior to applying for
final grade approval.

Split Surface Drainage
