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‘The following sections describe buiding systems and components identified at the faciity, along
with a summary of deficiencies encountered during the assessment.

BUILDING STRUCTURE

The faciity fikely has concrete strip footings below concrete foundation walls forming the
basement perimeter. The majority of the main floor level is a suspended concrete slab
understood to be supported by the basement foundation walls and interior steel beams, joits,
and columns. A portion of the main floor and the second floor are understood to be wood frame
construction. The interior and exterior walls above grade are concealed by wall inishes;
however, they are likely wood frame wall assemblies that support the suspended second floor
and roof structures. The roof structral frame over the main hall is understood to consist of
glulam beams and wood joists and the low-sloped roof sections over the rest of the facility are
understood to be constructed of wood and steel beams and joiss.

No immediate repair work is recommended for 2010.

No major deficiencies requiring work between 2011 and 2014 that are above the reporting cost
threshold were observed.

s structural components are in acceptable condifion.
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
