The State of Housing and Homelessness in Edmonton

General discussion:

AAC members inquired about the accessibility standards that were used for the
18% accessible units in the new permanent supportive housing developments. The
current Alberta Building Code (at the time the units were built) and the Access
Design Guide were used.

Discussed considerations for intersections with youth. Youth with disabilities will be
included in the next update in the 2021 census.

Funding for encampments does include the costs of police officers.

There are 1,803 units owned by the City, with 851 units managed by HomeEd and
951 units managed by Civida.

AAC felt that 100% of the permanent supportive housing sites should include the
three features of visitable housing.

The City of Edmonton has connected with many individuals with lived experience
through various projects, and aims to incorporate their perspectives wherever

Role in advocacy. Advocate to increase accessibility in standards (i.e. 10%
minimum for accessible units. The PSH funding is a government program
and at the time of the build, the recommendation was for 10% of units as
that was the local requirement. If that changes for future new builds, and if
Edmonton is awarded any, they will follow whatever standards the
government has for barrier free units. The National Housing Strategy
establishes 20% accessibility targets).

Lack of data around the costs of building 100% accessible units. Need 1-2
developers to jump on board and lead the way and show that it is doable.
Discussed the potential opportunity for council to speak to developers
about accessible housing when they meet before public hearings.

Council also received an update on missing and enhanced sidewalk
connections. The locations for improvements in 2023 have been decided,
but there may be opportunity to provide feedback for 2024 funding.

An_Assisted Snow Programs Council Report is being presented to
Community and Public Service Committee tomorrow, July 11. Feedback
was collected to share at Committee. Concerns shared that in addition to
people with disabilities needing support with snow shoveling, there are also
problems with the general public not clearing their sidewalks. There was a
discussion that education only goes so far and that people might respond
better to fines. Discussed Insurance and liability concerns of the Edmonton
Federation of Community Leagues.

The director of complaints and investigations in Community Services reached out
to the AAC to gather their feedback on the Assisted Snow Programs Council

Report.

Flagged that the snow report leaned heavily toward the senior
demographic and had a gap in terms of addressing accessibility for people
with disabilities. Discussed the lack of best practices for snow removal for
the disability community.

National Urban Parks discussion might be of interest to the AAC as one of
their goals is to improve accessibility and opportunity for Edmontians to
access the river valley.

m 1. Previous assisted snow removal programs provided by the City of
Edmonton;

m 2. Current assisted snow removal programs or initiatives underway;

Canada, including looking at the current program implemented by
Calgary for the special needs assistance for seniors benefit
program; and

m 4. Summary of potential opportunities for assisted snow removal
programs for Edmonton, as well as an estimate of resource and
cost implications.

o Discussion: Need to build with snow removal in mind as there are
challenges with existing infrastructure. Will these presented programs help
address clearing of residential sidewalks? There is a need to create
messaging around an education campaign. Complaints about the lack of
snow removal at private businesses can be reported to 311. Other
jurisdictions looked at social enterprises. Any appetite with council to look
into this for Edmonton as federal funding is available for social enterprises.
Could the City of Edmonton provide seed money? (example Boyle Street).
Will try to get clarification at Council on who is responsible for clearing the
openings of alleyways (where they intersect with sidewalks).

9. ETSAB -

a. Recent presentation on the LRT expansion - ETSAB questioned presenters if they
would make accessibility updates to existing trains as well? Train types are very
different (Valley Line is on ground) and they can’t replace existing lines. They did
say they will work toward improvements for other LRT systems.

b. 3 new board members appointed.

c. The next two topics ETSAB will be working on are relevant for accessibility. Zohra
will be working with a small group on ridership improvements and will connect with
D. Rudolph on the AAC to continue collecting accessibility concerns. AAC to share
areas they would like improvements.
