Government

- Within the project charter there are 5 guiding
principles: accessible, inclusive, equitable, ethical
and safe.

- Accessibility and removing barriers is evolving.
- Shifted 2017 to a broader accessibility context in

2021.
- Broaden Edmonton Elections understanding of

the individuals, groups and communities who
may experience barriers to participation.
Working with community partners.

- Questions for CEYC:

the barriers faced by youth voters, in
particular?

- Is EYC connected with any organizations
that might be interested in discussing
barriers faced by youth voters?

- Would EYC like to be considered as a
stakeholder for further engagement on
accessibility?

(those who are not eligible to vote at this time),
migration of barriers starts early.

- Tools could be developed for those to
use until they are eligible to vote

- Consider education and
outreach for the future youth

- Possible partnership: Yeg Muslim Women Vote
