


There must be one responsible person 15 years or
older to supervise every 3 children under age 8 in
the pool and anywhere else in the aquatic facility.

Children under 8 years of age must
be within arms reach at all times.

Know where the deep areas are.
If you can't swim, stay in shallow water.

Wear alifejacket if you are not a strong
swimmer. You can find lifejackets to use at all
City of Edmonton swimming pools for free.

Limit your stay in the steam room, sauna, or hot
tub to nolonger than 10 minutes at a time. Please
consult your doctor if you have medical conditions
or are pregnant before using hot amenities.
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Do not swim if you have a communicable disease,
were sick, or had diarrheain the last two weeks.

Gender neutral/family bathrooms
are available at this facility.

Recording devices are strictly prohibited in
washrooms, change rooms and dressing rooms.

Abusive, dangerous or criminal behavior
will not be tolerated. Anyone not following
therules willberequired to leave.

Use of alcohol and/or drugs is not allowed.
