CSAB should be filling in 
gaps around Administration, 
not doubling Administration’s 
work. 

● Other advisory council 
mandates are very specific with 
regards to demographic, focus, 
etc. 

● Should the mandate better 
reflect the scope of CSAB’s 
work? 

● How will the work of CSAB be 
measured according to the 
mandate? 

● Defining how the advice is 
provided to Council (format, 
how often), and making it 
trackable and tangible. 

● Mandate should reference the 
FCSS work, as CSAB is the only 
advisory board connected to 
that work. 

● Mandate should specify 
whether CSAB should be 
reactive or proactive. 

● Only ten meetings a year, how 
can these best be utilized?
