‭An operational and updated Construction Fire Safety Plan must be in place. Review the‬‭Construction‬
‭Site Fire Safety Plan‬‭page for more information.‬
‭If life safety devices (fire alarm and sprinkler systems) are not operational, a fire watch approved by Fire‬
‭Rescue Services must be in place.‬
