JASPER AVENUE DESIGN HIGHLIGHTS

The design for Jasper Avenue from 109 Street to 124 Street is the result of months of technical planning, City Policy direction and
input from arearesidents, commuters, businesses and other interested stakeholders. It is guided by the project Vision and Guiding
Principles developed at the beginning of the project in conjunction with input from the public. The following are some of the
highlights coming to Jasper Avenue in the near future.




Wider pedestrian space providing a

dedicated area for amenities such as seating,

bus shelters, landscaping and furnishings.
Removes existing bus lane (peak hours)/
parking lane (off-peak hours)

Pedestrian-orientedlighting on sidewalks
and at intersections
Intersectionimprovements

¢ Fullsignals at allintersections
(except at 124 Street) with pedestrian
crossings in all directions

e Curbextensions - reduce pedestrian
crossing distance

e Zebramarkings - increase pedestrian
crossing visibility

e Curbramps - aligned with crossing
directions

e Pedestrian priority signal timings

110 Street bike lane:

* Cycle track separated (from sidewalk
north of Jasper Avenue to the existing
shared-use path on the south)

¢ High visibility bike lane crossing markings

121Street bike lane:

e High visibility bike lane crossing markings

East of
109 Street is designed to integrate with the downtown
business core.

Jasper Avenue 110 to 111 Street

As part of the Imagine Jasper project, EPCOR
will be completing upgrades to the storm
sewer on Jasper Avenue between 110 Street
and 111 Street to address flooding risks in the area. This work
willbe completed as a stand alone project and is anticipated
to take place starting in the fall of 2019 and continue through
the spring of 2020. Road closures will be required during this
time. Additional information will be available prior to the work
being undertaken.
