5 City of Edmonton Update   

 Notable stakeholder engagements  
○ CWG meetings ongoing through March  
○ Pre-construction meeting coming in May  
○ Conversations with stakeholders along the alignment are ongoing  

● Update on 134 Businesses 
○ Working with businesses near SPR bridge - specifically 134 Street - 

City + MIP met with business owners and installed Open for Business 
and wayfinding signage. MIP will address parking concerns as they 
come 

● Grovenor/Glenora community meetings 
○ Two community league meetings hosted by Councillor Knack  
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○ Discussion focused on traffic flow concerns and shortcutting related to 
LRT construction  

 Traction Power Substation  
● Power station will be on 125 Street and 105 Avenue on two residential lots  

○ City is working on plans for lots on the NW/NE of 124 Street and SPR  
○ The confusion about the substation location came from an early map 

created when the VLW project was approved. The substation on the 
old map was located in a previously approved location but is now 
out-of-date.   

○ City has confirmed the new and final location (2 residential lots)  
● Todd Janes asked about what will happen with the NW/NE lots 
● Peter Doell requested a more accurate location of the substation on the final 

map (map was just for presentation purposes only)  
● Sarah Proudluck asked how the old Western Cycle lot will be used in the

 102 Ave Update  
● Meilai gave update on the pedestrian pilot program bylaw that was defeated  
● Meilai encouraged members to share their concerns and opinions about the 

usage of 102 Avenue  
● bike detours - Meilai gave an advanced notice that City is exploring what will 

happen with the 102 Ave bike lane 

 

 Safe Mobility  
● Melai explained how the City + MIP work together to monitor traffic changes 

and find solutions as issues arise 
● Discussed how we the City is monitoring and reacting to traffic changes 

during the SPR Bridge closure 

 

 ● ACTION: CWG members to use the formal inquiry process to explain specific 
traffic concerns including location and observed issues.   

 136 Street traffic changes  
● Meilai explained jughandle changes on 136 Street  
● Gave background on Glenora Parents Council concerns about traffic 

concerns related to the jughandle 
○ City Council approved the request to eliminate northbound traffic - 

only way to access would be 134 Street and 139 Street 
○ signals moved to 133 Street and 139 Street  
○ NB routes will be limited  

● Peter Dowell asked if the City can provide a jughandle map for the changes - 
expressed these are high traffic areas right now and may become more 
congested  

● Safe Mobility will continue to monitor traffic and will make mitigations as

■ More trees will be removed this spring to allow for prep and 

roadworks.  
○ Drainage  

■ 107 Street (fall) single lane traffic 
■ 104 Avenue (spring/summer) 4 lanes maintained 

 Stony Plain Road Closure (129 Street to 139 Street) 
● Stony Plain Road + bridge construction overview - SPR will be closed to 

east/west vehicle traffic from 129 Street to 139 Street starting this construction 
season 

● MIP shared SPR Bridge demo timelapse from December/January 
● MIP directed members to their website for more information and construction 

updates 
○ Confirmed postcards with closure dates and access changes will be 

delivered to impacted residents and businesses before the closure.  
● Kajsa asked about north/south access during the road closure 

○ MIP shared high-level information about cross street access - 136 
Street and 134 Street access will be maintained as much as possible  

● Kajsa asked about Google map updates - bridge is shown as being open  
○ Jenn expressed that MIP is looking at making updates but updating
