BIA leaders shared that they have a direct connection with an
EPCOR representative (COMPLETE)

5 Project Update (Marigold)

● Shared that Stony Plain Road from 139 Street to the Stony

Plain Road Bridge will see less traffic with the Stony Plain
Bridge closure December. 29, 2022

● MIP will keep cross streets open whenever possible
● Construction work summer 2023 with one lane in each

direction re-opening in fall 2023

○ Thanked City Council for approving
○ City shared it may introduce shortcutting issues on 134

and 132 St. as a result (Wade)
● Snow clearing (Todd J.)

○ Brad clarified that all areas “occupied” by MIP are MIP’s
responsibility

● LRT stops and location of Traction Power Substation (TPSS) in
124 Street area (Luwam)

○ ACTION: Share information and stop design where
possible with Luwam
