 ● The minutes of the previous meeting were not required.   

4 Status of Action Items  

 ● No action items from the previous meeting.  

5 MIP Construction Update   

 ● A copy of the MIP/City presentation accompanies these minutes. 
● Marigold will reopen the Stony Plain Road Bridge & 131 – 139 St to vehicle & 

pedestrian traffic on November 30. 
● Construction continues on 107 Street, and work will soon shift to the west side 

of the road. Traffic disruptions and pedestrian detours can be expected. 
● Traffic on 104 Avenue between 107 Street and 121 Street will shift to the 

north side of the road to facilitate upcoming construction. 
● Traffic on 104 Avenue/Stony Plain Road between 121 Street and 129 Street 

will shift to the north side of the road to facilitate upcoming construction. 
● On Stony Plain Road, traffic will be shifted south, and one lane in either 

direction will be maintained. North/south traffic on 149 Street will reopen to full 
capacity. 

● Work continues at most stops, stations, and utility complexes. 
● Drainage work to begin in January. 
● Light plants and generators are being used alignment-wide to facilitate winter 

work.

● The City has collaborated with Marigold Infrastructure Partners (MIP) to 

regularly meet with medium and large stakeholders through MIP-hosted 
stakeholder meetings.
