construction period. The City has participated in these meetings.

MIP Project Update (presentation)

A copy of the MIP/City presentation accompanies these minutes.
MIP shared that roadworks and utility work continue along the LRT corridor.

Work on the elevated guideway continues in 2024 and is anticipated to be
completed in 2024 with work on the elevated stations to continue.

e The Anthony Henday Bridge will continue to be under construction to accommodate
LRT vehicles crossing Anthony Henday Drive. During this construction, the main
portion of the bridge will remain open for vehicles, bikes, and pedestrians.

e  MIP shared that 87 Avenue, Meadowlark Road, and 156 Street will continue to be
under construction for utilities, roads, and sidewalk work.

e Info sharing with communities
MIP asked how members share information with their communities. Members said
they used meetings, Facebook, reporting to CL board meetings and summaries at
CL AGMs.

Members shared that 87 Avenue and 170 Street is very congested and have
witnessed near misses.

Jonathan shared that MIP is aware of the
issue and is working on a solution for the doors as Valley Line West has a similar
design as Valley Line Southeast.

open?

Jonathan shared there is no completion date set at this time.

Melvin shared that during rush hour, 189 Street from 87 Avenue to 95 Avenue is very

congested and it is very hard for him to leave his house due to traffic blocking his

access.

ACTION: Melvin to share the exact location with Wade and he will take it back to the Melvin/Wade
City to look at traffic patterns.

Pam shared that she is very excited to see that West Edmonton Mall will have a park

and ride available and a passenger drop off to the waterpark was added.

Rusk asked for a hard copy of the updated Valley Line West booklet

ACTION: Wade asked Rusk to send him his address and the City will mail a hard Wade
copy to him.

Rusk shared that when he bikes over the Anothny Henday bridge he did not see

lights for pedestrians and asked if MIP will look into this issue.
