Prevent Christmas tree fires.

For natural trees:

+ Choose atree with fresh, green
needles that do not fall off
when touched.

+ Place the treein a sturdy, non-tip
stand and ensure that the stand s
at least 3 feet (1 metre) away from
heat sources (such as fireplaces,
space heaters, candles, lights, heat
vents/radiators).

For artificial trees:
+ Checkthat the treeis flame retardant.

+ Inspect the lights on pre-lit trees for
damage prior to use.

+ Make sure the tree does not
block any exits.

Check the water level of the tree each
day and add water as needed.

Dispose of the tree within 4 weeks, or
sooner if it dries out. Store it away
from the house or garage.

Place the tree at least 3 feet (1 metre)
away from any heat source (such as
fireplaces, space heaters, candles, lights,
heat vents/radiators).

FIREPLACE SAFETY

+ Keep flammable materials
away from the mantel
including Christmas stockings
and garland.

+ Fully extinguish the fire when
you leave the room, home, or
go to sleep.

+ Keep ametal screen or heat-
tempered glass in front of the
fireplace opening to prevent
embers or sparks from
jumping out and unwanted
material from going in, as well
as to help prevent burns.

+ Allow ashes to cool
completely before disposing
them in a covered, metal
container. Keep the container
at least 10 feet away from the
home and other buildings.
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
