Alley Lighting Scenarios

If your alley currently
has lighting:

Bulbs will be upgraded to LED

If your alley currently
has poles but no lighting:

e Residents can add lights to poles
through the Local Improvement
Program

If your alley currently
has no poles or lighting:

Residents can add lights to poles
through the Local Improvement
Program

If power is not close by, a meter box
will need to be added and the cost will
be shared by all alley residents
