Goalies play for free
but they MUST get a wristband from the Front Desk.

m Iftwo Shinny sessions are offered in one evening you must register and pay admission for each
session.
m Full hockey equipment is required including a CSA approved hockey helmet.
m The hockey ‘Laws of the Game’ are to be followed - referees are not provided but skate monitors will
supervise.
m Players must stay off of the ice, out of the player’s box and stand behind the glass, when the
Zamboni is on the ice.
m All participants must be fair to one another and allow everyone equal playing time.
m No body checking permitted. Individuals displaying unacceptable behaviour or who chose not to
follow the rules will be asked to leave. This includes the following violations:
o Dangerous Play - body checking, slashing, tripping etc.
o Fighting
o Abusive and/or Obscene Language or Behaviour
o Horseplay
m  Weapons, Drugs and Alcohol are strictly prohibited and are grounds for immediate removal.
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
