“The filtration plant is tem-
porarily out of commission, 'tUntil
it has been cleaned and restored
to eflicient working order of which
proper notice will be givens, the
public are warned that city water
cannot be gcuarantecd as abso-
lately free from dangerous bac-
teria, and that it is advisable for
the householder to boil and ¢ool
a sufficient supply for houqehold
and drinking purposes.

“Much more dangerous thtm
city water will be the use of well
water from wells in the flooded
areas. The use of water. from
such sources for household and
drinkinz »urposes is now special-
Iy Yiable to cause typhoid fever,
and unless boiled cannot be used
without oreat risk.”
