8. that the owner constructs a 1.8 m concrete sidewalk with lighting, and bollards, within the
walkway, to the satisfaction of Subdivision and Development Coordination, as shown on the
“Conditions of Approval” map, Enclosure |;

9. that the owner construct all fences wholly on privately-owned lands, to the satisfaction of
Subdivision and Development Coordination, as shown on the “Conditions of Approval” map,
Enclosure I; and

10. that the owner is responsible for the landscape design and construction within the Public Utility
lot, and walkway to the satisfaction of City Departments and affected utility agencies.

Enclosure | is a map of the subdivision identifying major conditions of this approval.

Municipal Reserve (MR) for the SE 13-51-25-W4M was addressed by Deferred Reserve Caveat (DRC) with
LDA12-0426. The DRC will carry forward on the remainder of the title.

MR for the SW 13-51-25-W4M was addressed by DRC with LDA14-0582. The DRC will be reduced with
the dedication of the PUL, and will carry forward on the remainder of the title.

Please be advised that the approval is valid for one (1) year from the date on which the subdivision

approval is given to the application. An extension beyond that time may be granted by the City of
Edmonton.
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Please be advised that an appeal may be lodged in accordance to Section 678 of the Municipal
