that the owner pay the Drainage Assessments applicable to this subdivision;
that the owner pay the Arterial Roadway Assessments applicable to this subdivision;

that the owner submits an Erosion and Sediment Control (ESC) Plan specific for this
development and for implementation during and after construction in accordance with the City
of Edmonton ESC Guidelines and Field Manual;
